Portobello & Craigmillar Community Grants Fund
1.
Purpose of the Report
1.1 The purpose of this report is to provide details of the application(s) to the Neighbourhood Partnership’s Community Grants Fund in 2014/15.  The Partnership is asked to consider how the 2014/15 fund can be allocated within the current financial year.
1.2 This report describes the budgetary position for the Partnership in 2014/15.
2.
Main report

2.1 The Neighbourhood Partnership budget amounts to £21,737 in 2014/15.  
2.2 Grant applications are invited from fully constituted organisations with open membership criteria.  The upper limit for grants is normally £5,000. The Partnership has lowered this to £1,500, unless it considers there to be exceptional circumstances.

There are three applications to consider.
3.
Applications for Consideration

3.1
Portobello Sailing & Kayaking Club has applied for £1,000 to fund 3 days of watersports in June for 20-25 pupils from Castlebrae Community High School. These activities will comprise rowing, sailing and kayaking, with pupils being able to gain aa Royal Yachting association level 1 Sailing Certificate. This will contribute around 30% of the cost, and will enable the club to offer this on a more regular basis to schools throughout the year.
This application contributes to the work of the Local Community Plan priority of co-ordinating and delivering activities for children and young people.  
This applicant had been awarded a Community Grant of £1,000 in 2009 for a garage/shelter for its recovery boat, one two years ago for £2,048 for a skiff-launching trailer, rowing cushions, and a Rowing Club Handbook, and £552 last year to contribute to materials to build a new skiff.  
3.2
Common Wealth Theatre has applied for £2,540 to support a play in Sandy’s Boxing Gym, Craigmillar, which will engage local residents with the performance and boxing workshops delivered by former UK National Champion and the UK’s first Muslim female boxer Ambreen Sadiq. The play is based on interviews with Muslim Female Boxers and explores being young, female and doing the unexpected. Other themes include physical activity aimed at young women, employability opportunities for young people in front of house and stage management roles and 30% of tickets will be free for local young people.

This is the first application from this organisation. This application contributes to the work of the Local Community Plan priority of co-ordinating and delivering activities for children and young people.
3.3
Big Things on the Beach has applied for £2,000 to enable the first stage of public engagement in the Project (working title ‘Outfront’). The funds would be used for publicity and the organisation of an event to be held in October or November to generate and revitalise interest in public art in Portobello and to present the forthcoming project and invite involvement from the community and businesses. Funds would be needed for

· the design, print and distribution of a post card to be sent to every household in Portobello and Craigmiller inviting local people to an event hosted BToB and programme poster to be displayed in public places.
· Cost of venue, refreshments, equipment, expenses for one or two artists we invite back to speak. The event will  showcase public art in Portobello, link the project to the wider context and intention towards fulfilling the joint commitment with City of Edinburgh Council to the Promenade Public Art Strategy which is part of the Waterfront Plan.  

· A meeting to be held in early February to bring together local residents who have expressed an interest in becoming hosts. 

BTOB are currently applying for major project funding from Creative Scotland under the Public Art Sited funding stream.  The contribution requested from the Neighbourhood Partnership would make an important contribution to the 10% required towards total project costs of approximately £55,000.

This application contributes to the work of the Local Community Plan priority of promoting activities which help people stay well by being involved in social or community networks.  
The applicant has had 3 previous awards of £1,000 in 2009 as a contribution to the Garden Gallery, £1,000 In 2010 to help promote Imagine Porty Prom and £4,000 in 2011 to assist the Public Arts Festival.
