Kintry Environmental Trust will award grants of up to £5,000 to organisations to support activities which Trustee considers meets the objects of the Trust.
Criteria for Awards

1. The activities which Kintry Environmental Trust will support will be outwith the statutory or legal remits of other organisations to fund and will involve:

· Enhancing the environment in the Craigmillar area.

· Improving knowledge and understanding environmental issues.

· Supporting work experience for school leavers.

· Supporting initiatives which have a clear community benefit.

2. The Craigmillar area is the Craigmillar Local Regeneration Area as defined in the Scottish Neighbourhood Statistics.

3. Awards will be made to schools or organisations linked to and supported by schools in the Craigmillar area.

4. Awards will be made only to organisations but the awards can be used as bursaries or grants for individual school pupils.

5. The maximum grant awarded will be £5000. Grants may be awarded over a number of financial years.

6. Kintry Environmental Trust will determine an annual budget for the grant and consider grant applications at any time. Applications will be treated in date order. The Trustees reserve the right not to fund any grant application.

7. Any organisation will only receive one grant in any financial year (1 April to 31 March).

8. Payment will only be made by cheque to the organisations Bank Account.

9. Successful applicants undertake to provide evidence of how the award was used within a month of the end of a project or initiative.

10. Kintry Environmental Trust will expect any contribution to be acknowledged in any publicity.
