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Guidance on Submission of Abstracts 
The conference organisers invite researchers working in Scotland or elsewhere in the UK and Europe 

to submit abstracts on research about any aspect of the relationships between migration, ethnicity and health. A selection committee will choose the five most highly rated abstracts for oral presentation and up to a further 12 for poster presentation. A prize will be awarded for the best oral presentation.

Oral presentations will be allocated six minutes, followed by three minutes discussion time. 
Poster presenters will have the opportunity to present their posters during the lunch and refreshment breaks.
Abstracts should not exceed 300 words under the following headings:

Context, objectives, methods, main findings, conclusions including actual or potential impact on policy or practice.

Each abstract will be scored on a 0 – 5 scale by 2 reviewers based on the following criteria:

 

0 – REJECT: 

no relevance to policy or practice linking ethnicity and health

1 – POOR: 
some methodological limitations or limited relevance to policy and practice beyond immediate group or community.

2 – SATISFACTORY: good methods but limited relevance to policy or practice 

3 – GOOD: 

well designed methods, clear relevance to policy or practice 

4 – VERY GOOD: 
robust methods, nationally important topic or methodical innovation

5 – EXCELLENT: 
outstanding methods, clearly  relevant to national policy or practice with potentially international importance.

Following review, successful authors will be notified of their accepted presentations by Friday 3 July 2015. Guidelines regarding poster presentations will also be given at this time.
