Top Tips

Sheds

· Use a good quality closed shackled padlock on your shed door

· Fit coach bolts or anti-tamper screws to the hinges and hasp plates on your shed

· Secure your shed window internally with a metal grille

· Install security lighting to cover your garden (ensure this is fitted high enough to avoid tampering)

· Padlock and chain valuable items in your shed (a ground anchor can be fitted to lock items to)

· Consider a battery operated shed alarm
· Consider a strong lockable box or cage within the shed which you can store your garden tools to stop them being used to break into your home
Garages

· Extend your home burglar alarm to your garage

· Fit a battery powered PIR alarm

· For wooden double leaf doors - secure the doors with a heavy duty hasp and staple, coach bolted through the doors, together with a closed shackled padlock

· For up and over doors – Its best not to rely solely on the centre lock provided.  If the door is the only means of entry to the garage then you can fit a Garage Defender door lock to the outside. There are also mortice locks specially designed for garage doors that close into the side frame.  If there is another entrance, consider fitting bolts to the runners on the inside
